Villa Oleandro – How to find/reach us


From Pescara

The Airport is small and you will find the Car Hire people to the right when you exit customs.  

Outside the terminal building there is a general car park, and to the left you will find the car rental area.
When you leave the car park turn right onto a main road and continue straight on through all sets of lights and roundabouts following the green signs for Autostrade.
After a couple of kilometres you will go under a road bridge.  Shortly after you will find a slip road in the centre of the road - the entry to the A14 Bari-Bologna (opposite the entry there is a long row of billboards).

Keep following the green motorway signs until you reach the tollbooths.  Do NOT use the entry on the right (Telepass - it is for people with special electronic tickets).  Best to take the central booth.

Take a ticket (Biglietto).   Keep to the right and follow the signs for BARI. 

Beware of fast moving traffic exiting from the Telepass barrier on your right!

If you have a mobile phone, MESSAGE US NOW.

Follow the A14 (for about 1 hour) until you reach the exit for Poggio Imperiale.  At the exit you need to pay about 7.50 euros.  You can one of the follwoing:

- pay at the manned booth (if it is manned - it isn't always!)  

- pay at the credit card booth (Blue signs – VIACARD).

If you pay at an unmanned or Viacard booth, first insert your ticket, then insert your credit card (in the same slot) or put cash where directed.  It does work but it’s always an exciting experience!

If you have a mobile phone, MESSAGE US AGAIN NOW.

From Bari

We do not have precise instructions but follow the green Autostrade signs.  Follow for the A14 for Pescara and exit at Poggio Imperiale. 

From Rome

Exit the airport and follow the GRA (Grande Raccordo Anular – ring road) following signs for the A24.

Follow the A24 until it splits at the junction for L'Aquila where you should take the A25 for Pescara. Then follow the A14 for Bari and exit at Poggio Imperiale.

From Naples

Follow the A16 to Candela.  Follow the SS655 to Foggia.  Follow signs for A14 Pescara-Bari.  At the A14 follow for Pescara until you reach the exit at Poggio Imperiale. 

AutoRoute or SatNav

Just a note to say that if you use AutoRoute or SatNav, then some versions do not plot the Gargano very well and are likely to lead you the wrong way.  In particular some routes send you around the Gargano southern coastline.  While very beautiful it is long and windy (in the bendy sense) and at the end of a long days travelling it can be tiring!

From A14 Poggio Imperiale Junction

When you leave the motorway follow signs for Vieste or Rodi Garganico.  Strangely you will not see signs for Vico del Gargano for a long time.  The road is the SSV del Gargano. 

Follow the SSV for about 50 minutes.  You will come to a split in the road – one way going to Rodi, the other to Vico.  Follow for Vico.  You will pass through a series of tunnels and then you will come to a T-junction.  

At the T-junction, turn right for Vico.  At the entry to Vico you will see a large new stone wall (topped with a wire fence) on your left and a wood yard on your right; ahead, on your right you will see the cemetery.  Just before the cemetery there is a lay-by and right turn.  We will meet you in the lay-by.  Be careful of the camber of the road as you drive into the lay-by.

N.B.  I will always acknowledge messages.  If there is any doubt that the message communication is not working (can happen because of computer delays or simply your network provider doesn't work with messaging in Italy) then call the home number.

About Car Hire

Remember to check your hired car thoroughly for evidence of damage before leaving the airport.  It is a good idea to photograph any you do find.

The excess on cars in Italy for Theft and Damage can be high.  We recommend that you take out the extra insurance to cover this OR take a look at this website:

They offer annual cover for Car Hire for a premium of about £50.  It's probably cheaper than the Rental company's charges and if you travel often it will cover your car rentals for the whole year.  One caveat - we don't actually know how good it is although several of our previous guests have taken out this additional insurance!

About Banks

Please note that Bank Cards are limited to ATM withdrawals of 250 Euros per day in Italy (this appears to be a function of Italian banks, not your personal limits).  Recently extra security has also been applied by UK banks on cards used in Italy and some of our guests found that their cards did not work and had to contact their UK banks for advice and assistance.  This has also happened to us.

We recommend that you check with your bank in the UK before departure and when you are here please do not leave it to the last minute to obtain funds.
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
